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October 24 and November 1, SGV’s Young Legends section hosted the Saving Ourselves Sisters Program (SOS) for 
members and friends ages 12-18.  SGV was pleased to be awarded the opportunity to present this program funded by 
United States Office of Women’s Health.  

Young Legends Co-Director, Pat Phillips, chaired the SOS Program with the support of several other dynamic women.

The program consisted of 8 sections, designed to educate young women with the knowledge and skills needed to avoid 
HIV/AIDS/STDS or an unwanted pregnancy.  The subjects discussed in the workshops were: The Facts on HIV/AIDS 
STDs, Self Esteem, Healthier Living, Knowing Your Body, Decision Making, Gender Pride and Communication, Sexting, 
Assertiveness vs Aggressiveness, Healthy Relationships, Life Planning and Self Expression. Also covered were 
subjects on how to make decisions, how to negotiate risky situations and emphasis on the greatness within each young 
woman. 

The young ladies were motivated participants, very engaged in discussions & role plays and were free to ask any 
questions without receiving judgement from their peers or the Facilitators..  

Each young lady that completed the 2 week program was awarded a $50 Visa gift card and certificate from National as 
added bonuses.  What a treat!  However, many students said they would have attended even without the gifts.

HIV/AIDS is turning into an epidemic in the black community so we need to help spread awareness about what's going on. I think

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On November 5, Young Legends and their parents visited the California Science Center.  Students were mesmerized by 
“The Flying Monsters” in 3D at the IMAX Theatre.  This film told the story of how 220 million years ago ancient airborne 
dinosaurs (pterosaurs) controlled the skies, how they moved, how big they grew, and how they evolved.  The 3-D 
computer animation brought these creatures to life and immersed us in the awe-inspiring challenges of prehistoric 
survival, from courtship and hunting to flying at 30 miles per hour across turbulent prehistoric oceans and swooping 
down on their prey.  Students toured other exhibits including the 1001 Inventions Exhibit where students discovered the 
scientific contributions made by men and women during the Golden Age of Muslim Civilization. Through interactive 
displays, we were able to learn many facts about time-keeping, surgery, navigation, architecture and math. 

At the CA African American Museum, students saw exhibits on slavery and other artistic displays of our history.
